Call to Order:
Ron Telsch, Committee Chair, called the meeting to order at 12:00 noon. The first order of business was to elect a new Vice-Chair, the position that had been held by Leslie Cintron. Jean Kelser was unanimously selected to fill the position. 
Public Comment:
Teresa noted that Centra had just had their licensure review and had done very well. Mike mentioned that RACS was having a Medicaid Waiver audit by DMAS and an exit interview was scheduled for the following day. Donna mentioned that two PFHS group homes have closed, one in Waynesboro and one in Southside. All individuals have new placements with two of the individuals from the Waynesboro home going to sponsored placements. 
Approval of minutes:
The minutes of November 12, 2009, the minutes of February 25, 2010 and the minutes of May 13, 2010 were all approved. The motion to approve was moved by Paul and second by James.

Restrictive plans:
A restrictive plans were presented to and discussed with the Committee. Beth Howell of Wall Residences, LLC presented the plan. It was approved by the Committee and a copy of the plan was signed by the Committee Chair. If it is still in effect, the plan will be reviewed by the Committee in one year. Paul had moved that the Committee allow the restrictive plan and James had second. The vote was unanimous. 
Annual report for 2011: 
The schedule for annual reporting to the Committee by the affiliates for 2011 is as follows: November 18th, 2010-Centra and RACS; February 17th 2011-Wall Residences, LLC and FPS; May 19th, 2011-PHFS and Open Arms Haven.

Review of a Human 

Rights System in Virginia:
For everyone present, Chuck reviewed a Memorandum to all Local Human Rights Committees from the State Human Rights Committee. The points highlighted by Chuck were: that there are presently 78 LHRCs operating in Virginia; 40 at CSBs, 16 at facilities and 22 others that were formed out of necessity due to the expansion in the number of providers; as of the writing of the memo, there are 651 licensed providers operating and five years ago that number was 448; many of the new programs are operating children services funded through CSA; some committees are serving over 30 providers; the HR office has lost 5 ½  advocate positions over the past 18 months. The SHRC has put a moratorium on any new LHRCs being formed at present because some existing LHRCs are having problems filling vacancies. Chuck finished by stating that the intent of the memo is to thank individuals that are serving as members of the LHRCs.

Chuck reviewed two particularly interesting cases that had come up since the last meeting. He praised the way in which Dennis Cropper, Executive Director of RACS, had helped in resolving an issue and the innovative way that another case is being resolved by reimbursing a client monetarily.
